WHEREAS, the employability of all New Mexicans is paramount to ensuring that parents have
the adequate resources and opportunities needed for sustainable economic stability to provide for
their children and their families, and

WHEREAS, New Mexico's Child Support staff are dedicated advocates for improving the lives of
children and families through employer engagement and constituent outreach; and,

WHEREAS, ensuring that children receive the financial support they deserve involves working
partnerships between cily, county, state and federal agencies, parents, legislators, judges,
healthcare professionals, advocacy groups, employers and many others; and

WHEREAS, through these partnerships, New Mexico collected $147.5 million in child support
during State Fiscal Year 2021, resulting in an average of $135.79 collected per child per month
to help kids be happy and healthy.
