• What is the actual amount of Medicaid deficit in FY17?  $24 million 
in general fund dollars 

• How will provider rate reductions affect patients that are referred out 
from IHS? The Medical Assistance Division (MAD) will be monitoring 
provider access as a result of the rate reductions. 

• Regarding the investigation with ISD, what is the status?  The 
investigation is expected to be completed at the end of June, 2016.
