Any unexpended balances remaining at the end of fiscal year 2017 from revenues received in fiscal year
2017 and priocr years by a district attorney or the administrative office of the district attorneys from
the United States department of justice wﬁﬂmﬁwwd.do the southwest border prosecution initiative shall not
revert and shall remain with the recipient district attorney's office for expenditure in fiscal year
2018. Prior to November 1, 2017, the administrative office of the district attormeys shall provide to the
department of finance and administration and the legislative finance committee a detailed report
documenting the amount of all southwest border vﬁommoﬁﬂwoﬁ initiative funds that do not revert at the end
of fiscal year 2017 for each of the distriet attorneys and the administrative office of the district
attorneys.

(4) ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE OF THE DISTRICT ATTORNEYS

Any unexpended balances remaining at the end of fiscal year 2017 from revenues received in fiscal year
2017 and prior years by a district attormey from any Native American tribe, pueblo or political
subdivision pursuant to a contract, memorandum of understanding, joint powers agreement or grant shall
not revert and shall remain with the recipient district attorney's office for expenditure in fiscal year
2018. Prior to November 1, NoHu. the m&EHﬂHmnHmﬁwdm office of the district attorneys shall vHodHum the
department of finance and administration and the legislative finance committee a detailed report
documenting the amount of all funds received from Native American tribes, pueblos and political
subdivisions pursuant to a contract, memorandum of ﬁﬁmmﬂmﬁmmmwum_ joint powers mmammﬂmﬂﬁ or grant that do
not revert at the end of fiscal year 2017 for each of the district attorneys and the administrative

office of the district attorneys.
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
