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· New Mexico operated two Mi Via waivers through December 31, 2013, pursuant to Section 1915(c) of the Social Security Act (“SSA”).  Section 1915(c) waivers provide self-directed home and community-based services to persons who, if not for the waiver, would be placed in a nursing facility (NF) or an intermediate care facility for individuals with intellectual disabilities (ICF-IID).  The NF population includes the disabled and elderly (DE), brain injured (BI) and AIDS populations.  The ICF-IID population includes persons who are developmentally disabled (DD) or medically fragile (MF).  

· Mi Via Waiver 0448, serving the ICF-IID population, expires on September 30, 2014.  HSD, in partnership with the Department of Health (DOH) is currently undergoing the standard Centers for Medicaid and Medicare Services (CMS) waiver renewal process.  HSD anticipates submission of the renewal application to CMS in mid-May 2014 for a new five-year waiver period beginning October 1, 2014.  The DOH assumed full operational responsibility for the waiver on January 1, 2014 with continued administrative oversight by HSD.  

· Mi Via Waiver 0449 served the NF population through December 31, 2013.  CMS approved HSD’s request to terminate waiver 0449 effective December 31, 2013 and transition those services and population into the Centennial Care 1115 waiver.  Approximately 930 waiver recipients were transferred on January 1, 2014 from the Mi Via NF waiver into Centennial Care’s Self-Directed Community Benefit program (SDCB).  The Community Benefit includes two service models: the SDCB and the Agency-Based Community Benefit (ABCB).
