Receipt of emergency medical services to 

undocumented aliens is considered as medicaid eligibility for the mother provided it covered the birth and delivery 

of the infant.] To be eligibile, the infant must be born to a mother who is eligible for and receiving New Mexico 

medicaid at the time of the child's birth, or the newborn must be born to a woman determined to have been eligible 

to receive New Mexico medicaid at the time of birth.  Infants of a recipient of emegency medical services to 

undocumented aliens will be determined eligible when the labor and delivery is covered.
